5. To prepare policies and proposals for contextualizing the economics curriculum.

7. Poverty (Time poverty for sleep, volunteering, home, religion and work; faith & poverty)
8. Recent developments in Economics [Economics of Happiness (LSE), Brain-scan Economics (Yale), The Divine Capital Model 2012(UAJK) 

9. Islamic Economics [Progress, theory, empirical works; Islamic Banking & Finance]

10. Economic System Comparisons [Inter-religions and intra religion socio-economic behaviors, comparison of Muslim economies with others; comparison of faith-based and secular economies] 

11. Economics curriculum, training and research strategies for bridging the gap in conventional economics

12. Economics of the future [emerging global problems,  opportunities, science & technology, religious prophecies about future, economic growth, convergence towards one system]
13. Regional Economics [Examples; Azad Kashmir Economy, Middle East Economy, Central Asian Countries etc.]

14. Any other topic of inter-disciplinary nature 
The above list of themes is not exhaustive. Papers on any other topic written in faith-perspective shall be acceptable.

Submission Guidelines 

All submissions must comply with the following guidelines. 

· All submissions must be in English only 

· Microsoft Word format, font Times Roman, 12 pt. 

· Filename must be short and self-explanatory (e.g. AuthorName.doc) 

· Abstract should be between 100-300 words 

· All authors' names, current affiliations with full contact information 

· Corresponding author clearly specified, his/her email address and telephone number 

· Keywords [and JEL classification if applicable] for the article 

· Minimum use of abbreviations 

· Articles with a close content to proposed titles will be accepted

· Articles must not have been published or accepted for publication in other places 

Submission of early draft and Work-in-Progress 

This is a special category of submissions that provide a forum to M. Phil and Doctoral scholars and others who are developing new work and who could benefit from mentoring from the Divine Economics Experts.

Works in Progress papers should not exceed 10 pages. These should include a description of the research question, need, importance, objectives, a short literature review, and an overview of the proposed methodology. These papers, however, will not be eligible for publication in journal unless re-submitted after incorporation of the comments received from the floor.

Review Process 

All papers submitted will be judged on the quality and academic standards by the Academic Review Committee. After the review, selected authors will be notified through email. 
Publication of papers

The papers presented at the Conference shall be considered for publication in the scientific journals of our Institute. The journal titled Kashmir Economic Review at KIE is being published since 1984. 

The other journal titled Interactive Journal of Divine Economics [new] is also available as a forum for classified and selected papers. This journal is the first-ever in the world that accepts ideas, early drafts, and work-in-progress to protect the copy rights of the authors while provides mentorship for improving and finalizing the work if needed. Here, authors can find co-authors for the research sub-fields in which they lack state-of-the-art expertise or required software. Please note that early drafts are not published in the journal but are visible to only authorized peers and experts until their completion. Authors shall also be provided guidelines about other potential inter-disciplinary journals which might accept their papers.
